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RECYCLING PROGRAM FOR

MFH HOUSING RESIDENTS

Recycling on Travis is mandatory!  The Air Force mandated a 50% reduction of solid waste (trash) by Dec 1997.  Only 2 out of 10 Air Force bases achieved this goal.  Travis was not one of them; however we will continue to show progress in reducing solid waste. 

The refuse collection service will NOT pick up your trash if it contains recycling materials. If recyclable materials are found in the garbage toter, it will be tagged, the occupant will be cited and Solano Garbage will not collect it for disposal until the occupant removes all recyclable materials.  

Place recyclable materials in your orange or blue recycling bins on your regular garbage collection day.  Place your bins at the curb in front of your home. 

 If you need recycling bins, you may pick them up at Solano Recycles Co., 2901 Industrial Court.  From the base (west/main gate), turn right on Peabody, right on Dobe and right on Industrial Court. . The following materials are recyclable.

WHAT, WHERE AND HOW TO RECYCLE

Note: Acronym:  Travis Recycling Center (TRC): You will find (1) Recycling Ctr, (2) Redemption Ctr and (3) Compost yard.

· Cardboard (CB):  corrugated boxes. For new incoming residents, first, call your moving Company and ask them to pick up your cardboard.  To recycle on base, use any dark brown (4,6 or 8 yd.) in the industrial area.  If you are using the small orange curbside, cut CB to size no larger than 2 ft. x 2 ft. and bundle.  Stack on top or next to your orange bin.
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Cans:   Food and beverage cans  (steel, tin, and aluminum).  Rinse and remove loose paper labels and lids.  
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Glass:  All colors of beverage and food containers.  Rinse and remove lids. 
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Plastic:  Soft drink, milk jugs, all number 1 & 2 plastic bottles ( #’s located on the bottom or side of the bottle).  

California Redemption Value (CRV) glass and plastic will be marked on the label or bottom of container

CANS, GLASS AND PLASTIC can be placed in the same bin

· Magazines:  Place in curbside bin with your newspapers.  In the Industrial area, you may also place them in the newspaper bins.

· Newspaper:  Paper you read everyday such as the Daily Republic, Tailwind, and USA Today, etc.  Shiny glossy paper inserts may be included with your newspaper. Bundle and tie, or place in a paper grocery bag.
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· White Paper: White bond paper, any white writing paper, and computer paper (even though it has green bars).  It may contain staples.  Shredded paper is acceptable. The recycling agency prefers paper not bagged in plastic.  Place in any white paper bin (brown, 4 or 6 yd) in the industrial area.
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· Mixed Paper: A combination of colored paper that is not white (including carbonless and post-its).  It may have staples or be shredded.  Place in any mixed paper bin (brown, 4 or 6 yd) in the industrial area

· Oversized household items:  Solano Garbage Co. will pick up most oversized household items (with the exception of appliances) that will not fit in your trash toter.  Place these items next to your trash toter on your scheduled pick up day. For more information, call 424-1388.

GREEN YARD WASTE RECYCLING

Recycling options include:

 grass clippings, leaves, small branches, 

 grass

· Mulched - If done properly, mulching can actually enhance your yard by returning the nitrogen to the soil.  A mulching mower is not required, you can use a regular mower but the cutting blade must be kept sharp. 

· Bag them - Place in clear plastic bags for Monday curbside collection.

 Larger yard waste items, a weekly (Monday) pick up has been coordinated through our contractor.  The yardwaste bundling criteria is -- bundles can be up to 6 ft. long, 18 inches in diameter and branches can be up to 3 inches in diameter. If individual branches exceed 3 inches in diameter, call housing maintenance at 424-2662 to schedule a pick up.

· The green waste that does not meet the mulchable or bundling criteria must be taken to the TRC.   Drive into the yard to unload your green waste.  You also have the option to take all your green waste to the TRC to be composted.

· Clean wood (nails o.k.)  can be taken to the TRC (inside the yard) or place in any wood bin in the industrial area.

OTHER RECYCLING OPPORTUNITIES

1.  Packing Peanuts: Mail Boxes, Etc. will accept your donation of Styrofoam peanuts.  They are located at 2901 A Watermon Blvd. (near Airbase Pkwy. & I-80).

2.  Phone Books: Place your old/outdated phonebooks in your curbside recycling bin or into any newspaper recycling dumpster. 

3. Household items in good condition: donate to Airman’s Attic or the Thrift Shop.  Volunteers at the Airman’s attic will coordinate pick up of donated appliances.  Call 424-4346.

4. Christmas Trees: All tinsel must be removed in order to recycle these trees.  Call Solano Recycles (437-1111) for information.

5. Toner Cartridges (for printers and copy machines): For those purchased at the Base Service Center (BSC), Bldg. 549, the following applies: SAVE the box and shipping label, place the used cartridge in box, return box and label to the BSC, they will ship through UPS or the Post Office.  Call 424-5059. 

6.  Fluorescent Light Bulbs:   Travis recycles fluorescent light bulbs.  On the last Wednesday of each month, a recycling vendor will be at the NCO Club parking lot between 1000 -1230 hrs.  There is no fee.  Accepted are all types of mercury lamps or high sodium lamps.    

7.  Auto Waste Products and Tires:  

· The Auto Hobby Shop will recycle products from maintenance / repair work that is done “on the premises”, i.e. oil and oil filters from oil changes, antifreeze and tires.

· The Base Service Station will accept for recycle: oil, oil  filters, car batteries, and tires.  There is, however a charge of $1.25 per tire.  Antifreeze is recycled on the spot and returned to the car’s system.  Operating hours are 0700 – 1800 hrs Monday - Saturday;  0900 –1600 on Sunday.  Call 437-2232.   If you are a “fix-it yourself” type, take your antifreeze to Solano Recycles, (from base, right on Peabody, right on Dobe, right on Industrial court). Open Monday – Friday (8 am-4pm), Saturdays (8 am – 2 p.m.).  No appt. needed.
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ITEMS AVAILABLE FROM RECYCLING EFFORTS
Compost/ Wood chips for gardening and landscaping free to any on-base resident.  Obtain from the TRC (see map on last page of this booklet).  Bring a suitable container from home, as the compost and wood chips are loose.

BUY BACK PROGRAM

· Glass Bottles (all colors)

· Plastic (#1) PET

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MANAGING YOUR HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS WASTE (HHW)
CHOOSE HEALTHY ALTERNATIVES

How many chemicals do you use every day?  Disinfectants, cleaners and air fresheners all contain chemicals that are potentially damaging to your health and the environment.  

· Make Your Own Products: Please read attachment (1) “Recipes For a Healthy Environment” list which contains recipes from natural ingredients that work equally well or, in some cases, better.

SAFE USE AND STORAGE

· If You Choose To Buy Products: Read the label!  Buy the least potentially hazardous product that will best meet your needs.  You will be protecting your health and the environment.  Read the label to learn:

· Product Hazards  “The dose makes the poison.”  Keeping exposure (your dose) low will avoid most problems.  If misused or mishandled, chemical products may be: TOXIC – Can cause illness or injury; CORROSIVE – Can burn and destroy living tissues; IRRITANT – Can irritate living tissue; FLAMMABLE/COMBUSTIBLE – Can be easily ignited.
· Safe Use and Storage – Labels present guidance on safe use and storage.  Call manufacturer with specific questions.  Look for toll-free number on label.

· Buy only what you need!  More is not better.  Purchasing the larger size is not a bargain if you don’t use it up and can’t get rid of it.

RECYCLING OPTIONS

· Use Up or Share Your Leftover Products: Offer leftovers to friends, relatives, schools, shelters, religious or youth groups, or other organizations.

· Strategically PLAN prior to your PCS move:  Please don’t wait until you PCS to figure out what to do with you household hazardous products.  Keep Your Eyes Open During the Year For:

·  SEVEN TOXIC ROUND-UPS per year sponsored by the city of Fairfield.   Turn in your HHW which is unwanted or unusable products such as oil- based paints, pesticides, cleaners, auto products, batteries, solvents, paints, drain openers, herbicides, etc.  Advanced Registration by phone is required.  Call:  1-800-419-2783 between 9 a.m. and 4:00 p.m., mon. thru Thurs.

REGULATORY REFERENCES
Travis Air Force Base has an obligation and responsibility to lead by example.  We must maximize recycling and prevent waste.  We are directed and guided by the following authorities to meet this challenge:

· Presidential Executive Order (EO) 12873: This EO demonstrates a unique commitment on the part of both the President and the Vice-President to environmentally friendly approaches to recycling, acquisition, and procurement. 

· Code of Federal Regulations (CFR):  40 CFR 246.200-1 and 246.202-1.  This regulation gives the requirements and recommended procedures for recycling. 
· The California Integrated Waste Management Act – AB939: enacted in response to a growing concern regarding management and disposal of solid waste. By the year 2000, each city (this includes Travis), county and region is required to divert 50 percent of its solid waste from landfills and transformation facilities. 
· Air Force Instruction (AFI) 32-7080, Pollution Prevention Program: Gives guidance and procedures for all Air Force installations.  Provides a framework on how the Air Force does business to comply with pollution prevention standards.

· Travis Air Force Base Instruction 32-206:  This instruction implements AFI 32-7080.  It provides uniform guidance for the mandatory Resource Recovery and Recycling Program.  It is directed to all units, organizations, tenants, contractors and residents residing on or attached to Travis Air Force Base.  You may retrieve a copy from the Travis Intranet (the Com Squadron’s Online Service).
